*The Protest will then be heard by the Protest Committee at the Trial.

*In the case of a dead-heat the run-off shall consist of a mark and blind retrieve over land and water, which shall be co-judged.

*Handlers must quote their Shooters Licence Number on their Entry Form.

*BITCHES IN OESTRUM will NOT be permitted on the property during the conduct of the Trial.

*The Stake shall be a minimum of 4 runs. The retrieves selected will be from those defined in the Rules for the conduct of       
  Retrieving Trials.

*Teams of three will be selected by ballot after vetting has been completed.

*In the Teams Event, if any competitor misses a retrieve or is withdrawn, all points previously earned shall be counted.

*No refund shall be given for bitches coming into season after close of entries.

*There shall be a split field if entries warrant  -  odds and evens.
